We have seen our share of dogs who 
had an altercation with a porcupine, but 
our new friend Tag seems to be going for 
some sort of record!

Exactly 512 quills have been removed 
and judging by the swelling that still 
remains on her face, there will be more 
poking through the surface. Poor little 
honey! Over the years I have said many 
times that it is especially satisfying to 
help an injured animal and that certainly 
remains true. But what is different about 
this story is all the ‘coincidences’ that lead 
to our helping this sweet dog. 

A kind woman works in Bismarck, but 
she happened by rare circumstance to 
have a business trip taking her out of town. 
On the way back home- on a whim- she 
chose a side road not usually traveled as a 
scenic detour. This is how she came upon 
Tag in the middle of nowhere. Oh yes, the 
kind lady had neglected to eat her string 
cheese snack for the road too, so guess 
what she had to offer this starving creature. 
Tag managed to gingerly eat the cheese, 
but there were numerous quills inside her 
mouth too. Tag knew she needed help 
and got into the car without hesitation. 
Not knowing for sure where to go next, 
Tag’s guardian angel headed straight to 
Heart River Animal Hospital in Mandan. 
The clinic staff contacted CDHS and we of 
course agreed to take over responsibility.

Clinic staff immediately sedated her 
and began the tedious process of removing 
all the quills they could and caring for her 
wounds. She is a shepherd mix who only

weighed 21.6 pounds and they estimated 
her to be 2 or 3 years old.

She is recuperating at the shelter and 
we are aiding in her healing the best way 
we know how. She had quills in her eyes, 
so she has scarred corneas, but they are 
slowly healing. We managed to put six 
pounds on her in a little over eight days 
by small meals fed every couple hours 
or so. Her diet consists of high quality 
canned puppy food, cottage cheese, 
boiled hamburger and rice, bone broth,

deli turkey, vitamins, pain medications, 
antibiotics, and eye medications. Her mouth 
is still very sore, but she is so appreciative 
and after a week she knows the next meal 
will come soon and is no longer wolfing 
her food like it’s her last meal. Bringing an 
animal out of starvation mode takes time, 
but slow and steady wins the race.

The Vet said that she had corn and 
corn cob pieces stuck in the quills inside 
her mouth so thinking about her desperate 
attempts to keep herself alive makes us 
very sad indeed. But this story WILL have a 
happy ending and I really do not think that 
is a coincidence at all. It heartens me that 
there are kind people who choose to get 
involved and not look the other way. Even 
when it is messy or inconvenient or takes 
them out of their “intended” path. CDHS 
can help because our donors provide the 
resources needed for us to pamper and

moms, small dogs, very timid dogs or 
whatever other special need medical 
cases that arrive. This facility makes 
even us see with new eyes the night-and-
day difference in the conditions for the 
animals and the employees, and we are 
truly blessed to have this bright and clean 
environment to house our deserving 
friends.

In December, we made the long-awaited move to our new Cat/

Administrative building and there has been no looking back! I 
always think in the back of my mind that you can help animals 
in almost any condition, and for many years we did just that. I 
remember all the faces (furry and human) that passed through those 
doors and all the good that was done in that old building. But time 
takes its toll, and the structure was just not functional or even safe 
any longer. We watched with trepidation as the roof sagged, the 
wood rotted away, sparks flew, light fixtures leaked, mushrooms 
sprouted from the walls and concrete had patches on the patches. 
It was way past time to move on and out, and in December of 2017 
that reality happened.

Our donors saw our need, and once again made it possible 
to build a small but safe facility that the community can truly be 
proud of. We designed it with the animals in mind, so as many 
cats as possible have free roaming rooms and live communally. 
Even our FIV positive kitties have a bright, comfy space where the 
bachelors hang out together, and soon (if spring ever comes) they 
will even have an outside enclosure for kitties to lounge outside in 
the sunshine, sniff the fresh air and give birds the slitty eye. We had 
extra-large kennels manufactured locally and our friends at Plastics 
Plus really came through. What good are windows if you block them 
and can’t see outside? So Russ at Plastics Plus used clear plexiglass 
on the kennel side facing the windows, and we absolutely love the 
result. Natural light and a room with a view, it’s a win-win for all!

We have a quarantine area for new arrivals that has its own 
air exchange and laundry facilities that do not flood the hallway 
when the washer spins out. It’s a miracle! It has a small exam room/

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Wendell Award 
The Wendell Award is given to those who provide “hands-on animal rescue.”  Every year we honor an individual who has gone above 

and beyond to help an animal in need during our Bene-Pet event.  The award was named for Bismarck’s Wendell Albert, whose constant 
support of our mission fuels us to help thousands more dogs and cats. Wendell is a pillar of our foundation -- his kindness is never 
forgotten, and it’s an honor to share his legacy every year.  

The 2017 Wendell Award was given to Hunter Peterson. Hunter stepped up when he was 
needed the most.  Because of his efforts during our Hurricane Harvey rescue, not only did 18 
flood victims find new homes in North Dakota, but the 18 kennels left open by those dogs were 
soon filled by other dogs in need. 

When CDHS heard about Hurricane Harvey, we knew we had to help.  We knew our 
community would step up, as it always does. A young man who had adopted a dog named Dude 
several months earlier responded to our cry for help on social media.  After a quick series of 
messages, Hunter was at the shelter and already loading donated items and kennels into our 
trailer and his pickup truck.  Soon it became clear we were going to need a second trailer.  Again, 
just like magic, Hunter was gone and back with a 2nd trailer.  By the next morning, we knew we 
had a partner, guide, and helper who remained cheerful and positive throughout the 32-hour road 
trip.  Hunter, who didn’t know the staff members from CDHS very well, soon became like a little 
brother to all of us.   

After what seemed like an eternity on the road, we pulled into the parking lot at 4:30 am on 
a Saturday morning, and a group of volunteers helped us unload the dogs. Before we knew it, 18 
hungry, confused and exhausted pooches from down south were in their new home.  Hunter still wasn’t done helping, and after a few 
hours of sleep, he joined us again for dog baths and kennel and Suburban cleaning duties.  

When we asked for help we received more than assistance, we received a new volunteer and friend whose efforts will not be 
forgotten.  Hunter helped save 18 dogs, met a zany group of CDHS employees and is a select group of a few volunteers that have been 
awarded the prestigious Wendell Award.  Hunters kindness, work ethic, generosity and common sense are some of his characteristics 
that were apparent on every minute of this rescue trip.  Good Job Hunter, we are so grateful for your help. Ø
